The Emergency Action Plans (EAPs) designate the policy and procedures enacted by the Westminster College Athletics Department in regards to medical emergencies that may occur at various sports venues on campus. It is the responsibility of all members of the athletic staff to know the general guidelines of the EAPs. It is also the responsibility of each coach and game administrator to know the specific plans for the venues that they are associated with for the practice and events. All coaches are required to be certified in first aid, and CPR/AED, and to provide the athletic training staff with a copy of the current certifications.

Injury and Illness Definitions

Catastrophic and Emergent Injuries and Illnesses
This is defined as any condition in which a student-athlete’s life is threatened or the student-athlete risks permanent impairment. Examples include, but are not limited to, respiratory or cardiac arrest, spinal injuries, and fractures.

Urgent and Non-Emergent Injuries and Illnesses
This is defined as any illness or injury that won’t cause further disability or death if not treated immediately, but requires professional attention to prevent it from developing into a greater threat. Examples include, but are not limited to, minor lacerations, earaches, sprains, and migraines. 


When to call 911:
1. The athlete is unconscious or has been unconscious.
2. The athlete is conscious but incoherent.
3. The athlete is conscious but has severe headache following a head or neck injury.
4. The athlete is in severe pain.
5. The athlete has an injury that causes a gross deformity.
6. The athlete has an injury that causes numbness or tingling.
7. The athlete is bleeding profusely.
8. The athlete is having difficulty breathing.
9. The athlete indicated that s/he felt/heard a “pop”, “snap”, and/or “crack”.
10.  If you feel that the person needs to go to the emergency room.

**AED in Wetterau will travel with Football on all road events. In this case, AED in Historic Gym may be taken to fields for any home event.

5. Have weight room monitor, coach, or student manager unlock doors (if needed) and direct EMS
6. Have member of Athletics Department or parent travel with athlete to hospital
a. Take along the athlete’s Travel/Emergency Contact Form
b. Call athletic training staff with information on athlete as it becomes available
c. Contact athletic training staff if athlete is cleared to leave hospital before the athletic trainer arrives
7. If person is a minor, notify parent if emergency requires transportation to hospital
8. After emergency is taken care of, fill out incident report form for submission to Campus Security

Non-Emergency Care:
1. First Aid/ CPR/ AED certified person should provide care if athletic trainer is not available
2. Have weight room monitor, coach, or student staff contact athletic trainer as soon as possible to notify them of the injury and receive further instructions
3. If athletic trainer is not available, they will instruct by phone any care for the injury and time that the athlete needs to report for evaluation and treatment in the athletic training room
4. If athletic trainer is available, they will provide care and instruct athlete on home care and when to report to athletic training room for treatment
